It is important to communicate well with
the owners, as these ads often do not have any kind of guarantees. On the bright side, the
prices are often negotiable. If you are someone who doesn't like secondhand products, or
need a warranty when you buy something, you should probably shop at a store. But if
you're adventurous enough to explore the market yourself, you might find it fun to "shop"

Off Broadway shows are more

intimate and often more experimental. A wide variety of shows are performed in those

theaters. Some musicals, such as "A Chorus Line" or "Rent," both very famous in Japan,

were first performed in Off Broadway theaters.
